This series was inspired by and is dedicated to Scott's late father, Russ Davis, who railed at Wall Street 

greed in letters and poems. Scott's maternal grandfather, a stockbroker during the Wall Street Crash of 

1929, once advised Russ never to invest in the stock market, because, he said, "The game is rigged."
